We often wish for intervention…God change this or that, change him or her…when God invites us to change 
our lives so that we might be the compassionate and merciful child who works for goodness and chooses the 
good in life.  The transformation of a steward of God’s gifts is a person who looks upon life and searches for 
the blessings and then shares them with others.
