The fourth week of Advent has come and the calling of 
Christmas day is ever closer in our hearts and minds.  Many 
of our school children have begun their Christmas holiday 
and university students are beginning once more to arrive at 
home.

Our final Advent question touches upon this encounter: Recall a dark 
time when you encountered God.

Just as the shepherds in the field did 
not expect to encounter God that night as they tended their flocks and 
shared stories around the fires, we too are called to encounter God in the 
many blessings of life in both friend and stranger.   
 

This is happens in a unique way in our Sunday liturgies (the Mass) and in 
our activities in and around the parish.  Next Sunday, Christmas Day, will 
give us the opportunity to encounter Jesus, may be not in the “dark time” 
but the blessings discovered in the fullness of the church.

Today, we lighted the fourth candle in the Advent Wreath.  
Traditionally, each of the four candles in the Advent Wreath 
have a deeper meaning: 
 

♦ The 1st Sunday of Advent symbolizes Hope with the 
“Prophet’s Candle” reminding us 
that Jesus is coming. 

♦ The 2nd Sunday of Advent 
symbolizes Faith with the 
“Bethlehem Candle” reminding 
us of Mary and Joseph’s journey 
to Bethlehem. 

♦ The 3rd Sunday of Advent 
symbolizes Joy with the 
“Shepherd’s Candle” reminding 
us of the Joy the world is experi-
enced at the coming birth of Je-
sus. 

♦ The 4th Sunday of Advent symbolizes Peace with the 
“Angel’s Candle” reminding us of the message of the an-
gels: “Peace on Earth, Good Will Toward Men.”
