And He came and found them sleeping, and He said to Peter, “Simon, are you asleep? Could you not 
watch one hour? Watch and pray that you may not enter into temptation; the spirit indeed is willing, but the 
flesh is weak.” (Mark 14:37-39 The Ignatius Catholic Study Bible) Was Jesus speaking only to Peter? Could 
we not watch one hour? We may not be in Gethsemane with Jesus where he spoke these words the night 
of His betrayal and suffering but these words could be for us as He waits each Thursday in the Blessed 
Sacrament, exposed on the altar in the monstrance, waiting for our adoration. 
 

In trying to renew the initial excitement we at St. Lucy’s felt when Adoration of the blessed Sacrament was first made available to us 
on Thursday form 8:30AM following 8AM mass, until 5:45PM Benediction, we are giving each of us the opportunity to recommit, or 
begin to c omit, one week at  a time. This will start this weekend of February 22, 2015. 
 

We will soon have a new adoration binder, with 52 pages, one for each Thursday of the year. Each Sunday, when you come to Mass, 
sign up for one hour that you can spend with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. Maybe you can sign up for every Thursday, same 
times or different times, maybe once per month. Look at your schedule ahead of time and ask yourself, was Jesus speaking only to 
Peter when He said “Could you not watch one hour?” 
 

Maybe you could find time before or after work, or when you drop the kids off at school or pick them up. On your lunch hour? Retired? 
This is a great opportunity to practice meditation, read your Bible or do your Bible study homework. Pray the rosary or the Chaplet of 
Divine Mercy you’ve been meaning to start but haven’t found the time in our busy world. Step away from it all in this quiet space for 
just one hour and feel yourself renewed. And remember to adore. 
 

  O Sacrament most Holy, O Sacrament Divine, all praise and all thanksgiving be every moment thine.  
  We adore thee, O Christ, and we bless thee because by thy Holy Cross thou hast redeemed the world. 
 

The new binder will be on the Adoration table by the Baptismal front. For your convenience there will also be a binder near the back 
exit by the shrine of the Holy Cross. We will transfer the names to the main binder so you can check off your name when you come to 
adoration. 
 

The Blessed Sacrament cannot be left alone in church. Someone must be here all times of exposition.  

Today is the Rite of Election and our catechumens (those 
adults and children who are going to be baptized this 
Easter Vigil) will be presented to the Bishop Patrick 
McGrath in the Cathedral of San Jose. Please pray for 
them to be filled with strength and faith as they continue 
their journey to the waters of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist.
