The time has come again when many children with their fami-
lies will b celebrating the gift of the Eucharist as they receive 
their First Holy Communion.  It is an important step in the 
faith life of the family and child as they receive the Body, 
Blood, Soul and Divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ.  Knowing 
what is happening and believing in what we are receiving is a 
great blessing. In this, each one of us must continue to grow 

in our faith and love as we receive Jesus in the Eucharistic feast.  
 

The Bishops of the United States remind us we can often get lost in the 
words and actions that surround us but ultimately it is the action of love 
and being blessed by God.  They write:  “Many words and rituals surround  
the reception of Communion. The words of the Our Father magnificently 
express  our closeness to the Father achieved  through the sacrifice of his 
Son, and  they ask him for the “daily bread” of the  Eucharist. Then we 
make a sign of peace  to one another, showing that our  communion with 
Christ gives us also  communion  with each other. We form a  procession 
and sing together as we  approach the Lord’s sacred Body and  Blood. We 
bow before these in adoration before receiving them. (Continued page 2...)
