Fr. Kevin’s Report #4 from August 17 Retreat: “Forming Intentional Disciples”

The retreat was based on Forming Intentional Disciples: The Path to Knowing and Following Jesus by Sherry A. Wedell
(Our Sunday Visitor, Inc.). Research suggests that there are five stages (“thresholds”) in the process of becoming disci-

ples of Jesus Christ.

The Five Thresholds of Conversion
1. |Initial Trust 4.
2. Spiritual curiosity 5.
3. Spiritual openness

1% Threshold: Initial trust

Spiritual seeking
Intentional discipleship

e |n order to be open to the faith, people need some trust in Christianity, the Church, or a particular Christian. At
Sunday Mass there are non-Catholics, atheists, and seekers. We need to greet them, acknowledge them as

new, and invite questions.

e Evangelizing youth begins with establishing trust between the youth and parish ministers or mentors.

2" Threshold: Spiritual curiosity

e Curiosity involves trust but does not yet imply real openness to change. We can intentionally foster curiosity

e Giving too much material or too many answers can squelch curiosity. Jesus asked people questions in order to
help people discover their own questions, e.g., “What do you want me to do for you? Who do people say that |

am? What are you looking for?”

e Many RCIA programs focus on Catholic teaching and deal with Jesus Christ as a “topic.” If our goal is inten-
tional discipleship, we must foster curiosity about the person of Jesus as the center of the Catholic faith.

e Stages of curiosity

0 Awareness of possibilities that someone has not experienced, e.g. a personal relationship with God
0 Engagement: Taking steps to make friends with a Christian, reading about Jesus, etc.

0 Exchange: actively asking questions and exchanging ideas.

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Dear Sisters and Brothers of St. Lucy

As the new school year begins our prayers continue to be with the friends and family of all those affected by
the terrible tragedy at Sandy Hook Elementary School in Newtown, CT last year. This event affected us all
deeply and prompted all the parishes in the Diocese to investigate campus safety to see how the safety and
security for our children and community could be improved. At St. Lucy Parish, the parish and school staffs,
Pastoral Council and School Board have all been part of the process of improving our security on our cam-
pus. A Security Company was consulted, as was the Diocese, for recommendations and suggestions. Sev-
eral schools were visited to see how they improved safety and security and to review options. A number of
recommendations were made, including: 1) upgrading the security of the front entrance of the school, 2) add-
ing a perimeter fence at the rear of the school to inhibit access from the main parking lot area, 3) adding and/
or upgrading lighting throughout the campus, particularly in the front of the school as well as the teacher’s
parking lot and under and around the solar array at the rear of the church. Additional lights were also recom-
mended for the front of the church and 4) devise a communication mechanism between the school and par-
ish. There will be additional articles in the coming weeks that explain what measures we plan to take or have
already taken to improve the safety of our community. Please know that the safety and security of our com-
munity is a primary concern and we are working to insure that we take all prudent and reasonable measures
to protect our children, our community and our guests.
