HUMILITY

Today’s reading from Sirach celebrates what will become the theme of today’s Gospel:
humility. Pride causes us to demand from others an exalted estimate of our status, but
humility allows us to see things more clearly. It allows us a broader perspective. Humility
promises us the favor of God and the love of those who know us.

The second reading is a study in contrasts: the giving of the Law on Mount Sinai and the
giving of salvation on Mount Zion. The Law’s appearance is greeted with solemnity, mys- }
tery, even fear. But Christians are not to be afraid. Coming to God’s mountain with Je-

sus, “the mediator of a new covenant,” is a happy, exuberant experience.

The parable in today’s Gospel concerns the danger of pride and the necessity of humility. The banquet setting, often
used by Jesus, is a symbol of heaven’s abundance and of the fulfillment of God’s promise. The parable is not simply
good advice on how to avoid embarrassment; it is about salvation. copyright © 1.

La parabola en el Evangelio de hoy se refiere al peligro del orgullo y a la necesidad de la humildad. La imagen de la fiesta
del banquete, con frecuencia usada por Jesus, es un simbolo de la abundancia del cielo y del cumplimiento de las promesas
de Dios. La parabola no es simplemente un buen consejo sobre cémo evitar pasar una verglienza; se trata de la salvacion.

Fr. Kevin’s Report #2 from August 17 Retreat: Why are we focusing on Evangelization?

The purpose of the retreat for parishioners involved in faith formation ministries was to help us evangelize in all our par-
ish ministries. Evangelization is the initial invitation to know and follow Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. Catechesis is
the teaching about the faith given to those who have been evangelized.
Our retreat director, Fr. Mike Fones, O.P., asked the retreat participants: “What is The Spiritual Temperature at St.
Lucy’s? He shared with us statistics from the Gallup Organization about the average Catholic parish:
1. 16% of parishioners drive everything in the parish. They are loyal and have strong emotional connections to par-
ish. They are more spiritually committed & likely to invite others to engage in the life of the church.
2. 49% not engaged: they attend Mass and parish events without a strong connection to the parish. Their connec-
tions are more social than spiritual.
3. 35% Actively disengaged. Christmas and Easter Catholics. A subgroup show up regularly but are negative, un-
happy, and hostile.
We won’t know the parish’s “spiritual temperature” unless we ask people: “Tell us about your relationship with God and
how He has been changing your life?” Catholics tend to promote a “culture of silence” about their spiritual lives.

Three stages of Adult Christian Development
1. Seekers
2. Disciples who assume responsibility for the mission of the Church. They have “consequential faith,” and form
basic habits of discipleship:
a. They see God as living, present and active.
b. They place a high value on scripture.
C. They explain their church’s mission, practices and relationships as inspired by the life and mission of Jesus
Christ.
i. We must help people discover what God has equipped them to do.
li. We need to prepare disciples to serve out in the world, not only in the parish.
3. Apostles have discerned their call, both their lifestyle (priest, married, missionary) and their own particular call.
“The fundamental objective of the formation of the lay faithful is an ever-clearer discovery of one’s vocation and
the ever-greater willingness to live it so as to fulfill one’s mission.” (John Paul I1)

Informe 2 del Retiro del 17 de agosto: ;Por qué nos centramos en la evangelizacion?

El propésito del retiro para los feligreses que participan en ministerios de formacién de la fe era para ayudarnos a evan-
gelizar en todos nuestros ministerios parroquiales. La evangelizacién es la invitacion inicial a conocer y seguir a Jesu-
cristo como Sefior y Salvador. La catequesis es la ensefianza de la fe a los que han sido evangelizados.

Nuestro director del retiro, el Padre Mike Fones, OP, pidi6 a los participantes del retiro: "; Cual es |la temperatura espi-
ritual de Santa Lucia? El compartié con nosotros las estadisticas de la Organizaciéon Gallup sobre la parroquia catélica
media:

1. 16% de los feligreses manejan todo en la parroquia. Son leales y tienen fuertes conexiones emocionales a la parro-
quia. Ellos estdn mas comprometidos espiritualmente y probablemente invitan a otros a participar en la vida de la
iglesia.

2. 49% no participan: asisten a Misa y eventos de la parroquia sin una fuerte conexién con la parroquia. Sus conexio-
nes son mas sociales que espirituales.

3. 35% activamente desembragado. Catdlicos en Navidad y Pascua. Un grupo aparece regularmente, pero estan infe-
lices y hostiles.

No sabremos "temperatura espiritual" de la parroquia a menos que le preguntamos a la gente: "Hablenos de su relacion
con Dios y como ha ido cambiando su vida?" Los catdlicos tienden a promover una "cultura de silencio" acerca de sus
vidas espirituales.

Tres etapas del desarrollo cristiano de un adulto:

1. Solicitantes

2. Los discipulos que asumen la responsabilidad de la mision de la Iglesia. Ellos tienen "fe consecuentes", y

forman habitos basicos de discipulado:

1. Ellos ven a Dios como vida, presente y activa. 2. Ellos dan un alto valor en la escritura. 3. En ellos se expli-
ca la misién, las practicas y las relaciones de su iglesia inspirado por la vida y la misién de Jesucristo.
i. Tenemos que ayudar a las personas a descubrir lo que Dios ha dotado a hacer. ii. Tenemos que pre-
parar a los discipulos para servir en el mundo, no sélo en la parroquia.

3. Los Apoéstoles han discernido su vocacion, tanto en su estilo de vida (sacerdote, casado, misionero) y su llama-
da particular. "El objetivo fundamental de la formacion de los fieles laicos es un descubrimiento cada vez mas claro
de su propia vocacion y la disponibilidad siempre mayor para vivirla, para cumplir con la misiéon de cada uno." (Juan
Pablo I1)
