Synod Notes (continued from last weekend's bulletin)

4. The following insights are held:

« Contemplation, including active adoration and contemplative prayer, puts spirituality to the test
by silent emptying, allowing God to empty us. Go talk to other people, in the temple, in the synagogue,
in the Catholic Church, wherever you find truth. The heart and mind work together. In physical exercis-
es, if one is wobbly at first, then remembers the mind/body connection, the mind and body are incorpo-
rated. When the connections (e.g., heart and mind, mind and body, contemplation and evangelization)
are incorporated, we become incorporated.

» Recognize the spirituality of the person you are working with. Break down barriers, realize what we
have in common, and make connections. We have more in common than differences.

« The end of Gospels of Matthew and John emphasize to baptize, teach, and evangelize. Do these three
effectively and we will regain youth and participation. We will strengthen as a community.

« Internalize the mind/body connection. Serving the poor leads to eternal faith practiced one’s whole life.

« It's necessary to settle down and participate.

5. These are the dreams or visions for our church in the future:

« Mystagogia continues, to learn about evangelization and social justice.

« Mother Church cares for the well-being of leadership (bishops, priests, deacons, religious and lay
leaders) such that the dignity of their human person is celebrated.

« Parish is our home, involvement continues, sacraments are not a destination. We have a personal re-
sponsibility and appreciation.

« Fellowship and a center with open doors to the community.

o Leave parish better than found it, leave a legacy, something to point to and say | did that and it meant a
lot to a lot of people, helping them feel like they belong, they are welcome, and we are a loving commu-
nity.

A FORETASTE OF PARADISE

Throughout Easter Time, the Church rejoices with Jesus, risen from the dead. Our readings on this Fourth
Sunday of Easter celebrate our instinct to come together in joy, worshiping in church. While private prayer
nourishes our individual relationship with the Lord, community prayer is a foretaste of paradise. The book of
Revelation depicts a “great multitude” worshiping God “day and night in his temple.” Our churches on Easter
Sunday often reflect this happy multitude, filling the pews to bursting.
